2022-13 Roof Repairs at City Hall and Police Department as the lowest
responsive, responsible bidder for an amount of $1,551,042; and

Approve construction contingency and incidentals (change orders) for the amount
of $850,000; and

Approve the total project cost of $2,401,042 payable from The American Rescue
Plan Act of 2021 (ARPA) funds; and

Authorize the Finance Department to provide an account number and project code
for this specific project in order to process project invoices; and

Authorize the City Manager to execute the construction contract agreement and
all change orders in good faith.

PURPOSE/JUSTIFICATION OF RECOMMENDED ACTION

On July 18, 2023, the City Council authorized staff to advertise the Notice Inviting Bid
(NIB) for CIP 2022-13 Roof Repairs at City Hall and Police Department (Project). The
project consists of the removal and replacement of clay roof tiles, solid wood sheathing
and full waterproofing layer, such as a built-up roof or single-ply membrane. The roof
underlayment provides a smooth, even surface to layer the clay tile roofing materials,
which decreases the chance of the elements damaging the roof structure.
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The NIB was published on July 28, 2023, in a newspaper of general circulation. The
contract specifications were posted in the City’s website and redistributed by several
electronic media outlets that post the bid package on e-bid boards. A bid opening was
held on August 30, 2023 where the City Clerk opened and read four (4) bids. The following
is the ranking of bids commencing from the lowest responsive, responsible bid:

Bidder (lowest bid first) Total Bid
Best Contracting Services, Inc. $1,551,042.00

Letner Roofing Co. I ~ $1,890,000.00
AME Builders, Inc. $2,219,420.00
| JT Construction Group, Inc. $2,385,793.73

Best Contracting Services, Inc. is the apparent low bidder. The bid analysis was
conducted to ensure that the lowest responsive, responsible bid met all state and local
requirements. Based on the investigation, staff's recommendation is to award Best
Contracting Services the contract agreement (Attachment 1). The remaining bid
proposals are available in the City Clerk’s Office for review.

LEGAL REQUIREMENT

The City adhered to Public Contract Code sections 20161 and 20162, which mandates
California public works projects to be competitively bid. The public works competitive
bidding laws are intended to eliminate favoritism, fraud, and corruption in the awarding of
public contracts.

The project also adheres to the latest edition of the California Building Code, Title 24, Part
2 (Volumes 1 & 2) with all applicable supplements, Chapter 15 Roof Assemblies and
Rooftop Structures.

The construction contract agreement conforms with all applicable Federal, State, local
and public contracting codes and consents to the proper execution by the City Manager.
The City Clerk’s Office will release the bid bonds for all construction firms that were not
selected after approval from the City Council.

FISCAL IMPACT/FINANCING

Staff recommends awarding the contract to Best Contracting Services, Inc. for the
construction of the Project as the lowest responsive, responsible bidder for a not-to-
exceed amount of $1,551,042; approval of construction contingency and incidentals
(change orders) for a not-to-exceed amount of $850,000; and ultimate approval of a total
project cost of $2,401.042 payable from ARPA funds. The City Manager is granted the
authority to approve any and all negotiated construction change orders in good faith.

CONCLUSION

Upon Council approval, staff will proceed with the recommended actions.

THIS CONTRACTOR SERVICES AGREEMENT (“Agreement”) is made and entered into this

5% day of September 2023 (hereinafter, the “Effective Date”), by and between the CITY OF
HUNTINGTON PARK, a municipal corporation (“CITY”) and Best Contracting Services, Inc.
(hereinafter, “CONTRACTOR"). For the purposes of this Agreement CITY and CONTRACTOR may
be referred to collectively by the capitalized term “Parties.” The capitalized term “Party” may refer to
CITY or CONTRACTOR interchangeably.

NOW, THEREFORE, for and in consideration of the mutual covenants and conditions herein

contained, CITY and CONTRACTOR agree as follows:

|. ENGAGEMENT TERMS

SCOPE OF SERVICES: Subject to the terms and conditions set forth in this Agreement and
all exhibits attached and incorporated hereto, CONTRACTOR agrees to perform the services
and tasks set forth in Exhibit “A” (hereinafter referred to as the “Scope of Services”).
CONTRACTOR further agrees to furnish to CITY all labor, materials, tools, supplies,
equipment, services, tasks and incidental and customary work necessary to competently
perform and timely complete the services and tasks set forth in the Scope of Services. For the
purposes of this Agreement the aforementioned services and tasks set forth in the Scope of
Services shall hereinafter be referred to generally by the capitalized term “Work.”

TERM: This Agreement is approved as of September 5, 2023. The contract period for this

_project is one hundred (100) working days from the effective date of the Notice-to-Proceed

to be issued by the City. Actual working days include a seven-day work week; weekends
(Saturday and Sunday). Nothing in this Section shall operate to prohibit or otherwise restrict
the CITY’s ability to terminate this Agreement at any time for convenience or for cause.

COMPENSATION:

A. CONTRACTOR shall perform the various services and tasks set forth in the Scope of
Services Exhibit “A”.

B. Section 1.3(A) notwithstanding, CONTRACTOR’S total compensation during the Term
of this Agreement or any extension term shall not exceed the budgeted aggregate sum
of $1,551,042 (hereinafter, the “Not-to-Exceed Sum”), unless such added expenditure
is first approved by the CITY acting in consultation with the City Manager and the
Director of Public Works. In the event CONTRACTOR’S charges are projected to
exceed the Not-to-Exceed Sum prior to the expiration of the Term or any single
extension term, CITY may suspend CONTRACTOR'S performance pending CITY
approval of any anticipated expenditures in excess of the Not-to-Exceed Sum or any other
CITY-approved amendment to the compensation terms of this Agreement.

PAYMENT OF COMPENSATION: Following the conclusion of each calendar month,
CONTRACTOR shall submit to CITY an itemized invoice indicating the services and tasks
performed during the recently concluded calendar month, including services and tasks
performed. If the amount of CONTRACTOR’'S monthly compensation is a function of hours
worked by CONTRACTOR'’S personnel, the invoice shall indicate the number of hours
worked in the recently concluded calendar month, the persons responsible for performing the

Work, the rate of compensation at which such services and tasks were performed, the
subtotal for each task and service performed and a grand total for all services performed.
Within thirty (30) calendar days of receipt of each invoice, CITY shall notify CONTRACTOR
in writing of any disputed amounts included in the invoice. Within forty-five (45) calendar
day of receipt of each invoice, CITY shall pay all undisputed amounts included on the invoice.
CITY shall not withhoid applicable taxes or other authorized deductions from payments made
to CONTRACTOR.

ACCOUNTING RECORDS: CONTRACTOR shall maintain complete and accurate records
with respect to all matters covered under this Agreement during and for a period of three (3)
years after the expiration or termination of this Agreement. CITY shall have the right to
access and examine such records, without charge. CITY shall further have the right to audit
such records, to make transcripts therefrom and to inspect all program data, documents,
proceedings, and activities. The City shall own all accounting records maintained by the
CONTRACTOR.

ABANDONMENT BY CONTRACTOR: In the event CONTRACTOR ceases to perform the
Work agreed to under this Agreement or otherwise abandons the undertaking contemplated
herein prior to the expiration of this Agreement or prior to completion of any or all tasks set
forth in the Scope of Services, CONTRACTOR shall deliver to CITY immediately and without
delay, all materials, records and other work product prepared or obtained by CONTRACTOR
in the performance of this Agreement. Furthermore, CONTRACTOR shall only be
compensated for the reasonable value of the services, tasks and other work performed up to
the time of cessation or abandonment, less a deduction for any damages, costs or additional
expenses which CITY may incur as a result of CONTRACTOR’S cessation or abandonment.

Il. PERFORMANCE OF AGREEMENT

CITY'S REPRESENTATIVES: The CITY hereby designates the City Manager and Director of
Public Works (hereinafter, the “CITY Representatives”) to act as its representatives for the
performance of this Agreement. The City Manager shall be the chief CITY Representative.
The CITY Representatives or their designee shall act on behalf of the CITY for all purposes
under this Agreement. CONTRACTOR shall not accept directions or orders from any person
other than the CITY Representatives or their designee.

CONTRACTOR REPRESENTATIVE AND CONTACT INFORMATION:

CONTRACTOR hereby designates Sean Tabazadeh, CEO/Secretary, or designee to act as
its representative for the performance of this Agreement (hereinafter, “CONTRACTOR
Representative”). CONTRACTOR Representative shall have full authority to represent and
act on behalf of the CONTRACTOR for all purposes under this Agreement. CONTRACTOR
Representative or his designee shall supervise and direct the performance of the Work, using
his best skill and attention, and shall be responsible for all means, methods, techniques,
sequences and procedures and for the satisfactory coordination of all portions of the Work
under this Agreement. Notice to the CONTRACTOR Representative shall constitute notice to
CONTRACTOR.

COORDINATION OF SERVICE; CONFORMANCE WITH REQUIREMENTS: CONTRACTOR
agrees to work closely with CITY staff in the performance of the Work and this Agreement
and shall be available to CITY staff and the CITY Representatives at all reasonable times. All
work prepared by CONTRACTOR shall be subject to inspection and approval by CITY
Representatives or their designees.

STANDARD OF CARE: PERFORMANCE OF EMPLOYEES: CONTRACTOR represents,

acknowledges and agrees to the following:

A. CONTRACTOR shall perform all Work skillfully, competently and to the highest
standards of CONTRACTOR’S profession;
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B. CONTRACTOR shall perform all Work in a manner reasonably satisfactory to the
CITY;

C. CONTRACTOR shall comply with all applicable federal, state and local laws and
regulations, including the conflict of interest provisions of Government Code section
1090 and the Political Reform Act (Government Code section 81000 et seq.);

D. CONTRACTOR understands the nature and scope of the Work to be performed under
this Agreement as well as any and all schedules of performance;

E. All of CONTRACTOR'’S employees and agents possess sufficient skill, knowledge,
training and experience to perform those services and tasks assigned to them by
CONTRACTOR; and

F. All of CONTRACTOR'S employees and agents (including but not limited SUB-
CONTRACTOR) possess all licenses, permits, certificates, qualifications and
approvals of whatever nature that are legally required to perform the tasks and
services contemplated under this Agreement and all such licenses, permits,
certificates, qualifications and approvals shall be maintained throughout the term of
this Agreement and made available to CITY for copying and inspection.

The Parties acknowledge and agree that CONTRACTOR shall perform, at CONTRACTOR’S
own cost and expense and without any reimbursement from CITY, any services necessary to
correct any errors or omissions caused by CONTRACTOR'S failure to comply with the
standard of care set forth under this Section or by any like failure on the part of
CONTRACTOR'S employees, agents, and SUB-CONTRACTOR. Such effort by
CONTRACTOR to correct any errors or omissions shall be commenced immediately upon
their discovery by either Party and shall be completed within seven (7) calendar days from the
date of discovery or such other extended period of time authorized by the CITY
Representatives in writing and in their sole and absolute discretion. The Parties acknowledge
and agree that CITY'S acceptance of any work performed by CONTRACTOR or on
CONTRACTOR'S behalf shall not constitute a release of any deficiency or delay in
performance. The Parties further acknowledge, understand and agree that CITY has relied
upon the foregoing representations of CONTRACTOR, including but not limited to the
representation that CONTRACTOR possesses the skills, training, knowledge and experience
necessary to perform the Work skillfully, competently and to the highest standards of
CONTRACTOR'’S profession. '

ASSIGNMENT: The skills, training, knowledge and experience of CONTRACTOR are material
to CITY’s willingness to enter into this Agreement. Accordingly, CITY has an interest in the
qualifications and capabilities of the person(s) who will perform the services and tasks to be
undertaken by CONTRACTOR or on behalf of CONTRACTOR in the performance of this
Agreement. In recognition of this interest, CONTRACTOR agrees that it shall not assign or
transfer, either directly or indirectly or by operation of law, this Agreement or the performance of
any of CONTRACTOR'S duties or obligations under this Agreement without the prior written
consent of CITY. In the absence of CITY'S prior written consent, any attempted assignment or
transfer shall be ineffective, null and void and shall constitute a material breach of this Agreement.

CONTROL AND PAYMENT OF SUBORDINATES: INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR: The
Work shall be performed by CONTRACTOR or under CONTRACTOR'S strict
supervision. CONTRACTOR will determine the means, methods and details of performing
the Work subject to the requirements of this Agreement. CITY retains CONTRACTOR on
an independent CONTRACTOR basis and not as an employee. CONTRACTOR reserves
the right to perform similar or different services for other principals during the term of this
Agreement, provided such work does not unduly interfere with CONTRACTOR’S
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competent and timely performance of the Work contemplated under this Agreement and
provided the performance of such services does not result in the unauthorized disclosure
of CITY’s confidential or proprietary information. Any additional personnel performing the
Work under this Agreement on behalf of CONTRACTOR are not employees of CITY and
shall at all times be under CONTRACTOR'S exclusive direction and control.
CONTRACTOR shall pay all wages, salaries and other amounts due such personnel and
shall assume responsibility for all benefits, payroll taxes, Social Security and Medicare
payments and the like. CONTRACTOR shall be responsible for all reports and obligations
respecting such additional personnel, including, but not limited to: Social Security taxes,
income tax withholding, unemployment insurance, disability insurance, workers’
compensation insurance and the like.

REMOVAL OF EMPLOYEES OR AGENTS: If any of CONTRACTOR’S officers, employees,
agents, or SUB-CONTRACTOR is determined by the CITY Representatives to be
uncooperative, incompetent, a threat to the adequate or timely performance of the tasks
assigned to CONTRACTOR, a threat to persons or property, or if any of CONTRACTOR’'S
officers, employees, agents, or SUBCONTRACTOR fail or refuse to perform the Work in a
manner acceptable to the CITY, such officer, employee, agent, or SUB-CONTRACTOR shall
be promptly removed by CONTRACTOR and shall not be reassigned to perform any of the
Work.

COMPLIANCE WITH LAWS: CONTRACTOR shall keep itself informed of and in compliance
with all applicable federal, state or local laws to the extent such laws control or otherwise
govern the performance of the Work. CONTRACTOR'’S compliance with applicable laws shall
include without limitation compliance with all applicable Cal/lOSHA requirements.

NON-DISCRIMINATION: In the performance of this Agreement, CONTRACTOR shall not
discriminate against any employee, CONTRACTOR, or applicant for employment because of
race, color, creed, religion, sex, marital status, sexual orientation, national origin, ancestry,
age, physical or mental disability or medical condition.

2.10. INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR STATUS: The Parties acknowledge, understand and agree

that CONTRACTOR and all persons retained or employed by CONTRACTOR are, and shall
at all times remain, wholly independent CONTRACTOR and are not officials, officers,
employees, departments or subdivisions of CITY. CONTRACTOR shall be solely responsible
for the negligent acts and/or omissions of its employees, agents, CONTRACTOR and SUB-
CONTRACTOR. CONTRACTOR and all persons retained or employed by CONTRACTOR
shall have no authority, express or implied, to bind CITY in any manner, nor fo incur any
obligation, debt or liability of any kind on behalf of, or against, CITY, whether by
CONTRACTOR or otherwise, unless such authority is expressly conferred to CONTRACTOR
under this Agreement or is otherwise expressly conferred by CITY in writing.

[1l. INSURANCE

DUTY TO PROCURE AND MAINTAIN INSURANCE: Prior to the beginning of and throughout
the duration of the Work, CONTRACTOR will procure and maintain policies of insurance that
meet the requirements and specifications set forth under this Article. CONTRACTOR shall
procure and maintain the following insurance coverage, at its own expense:

A. Commercial General Liability Insurance: CONTRACTOR shall procure and maintain
Commercial General Liability Insurance (“CGL Coverage”) as broad as Insurance
Services Office Commercial General Liability coverage (Occurrence Form CG 0001) or
its equivalent. Such CGL Coverage shall have minimum limits of no less than One
Million Dollars ($1,000,000.00) per occurrence and Two Million Dollars
($2,000,000.00) in the general aggregate for bodily injury, personal injury, property
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damage, operations, products and completed operations, and CONTRACTOR dual
liability.

B. Automobile Liability insurance: CONTRACTOR shall procure and maintain Automobile
Liability Insurance as broad as Insurance Services Office Form Number CA 0001
covering Automobile Liability, Code 1 (any auto). Such Automobile Liability Insurance
shall have minimum limits of no less than Two Million Dollars ($2,000,000.00) per
accident for bodily injury and property damage.

C. Workers’ Compensation Insurance / Employers Liability Insurance: A policy of
workers’ compensation insurance in such amount as will fully comply with the laws of
the State of California and which shall indemnify, insure and provide legal defense for
both CONTRACTOR and CITY against any loss, claim or damage arising from any
injuries or occupational diseases occurring to any worker employed by or any persons
retained by CONTRACTOR in the course of carrying out the Work contemplated in this
Agreement.

ADDITIONAL INSURED REQUIREMENTS: The CGL Coverage and the Automobile Liability
Insurance shall contain an endorsement naming the CITY and CITY’S elected and appointed
officials, officers, employees, agents and volunteers as additional insureds.

REQUIRED CARRIER RATING: All varieties of insurance required under this Agreement
shall be procured from insurers admitted in the State of California and authorized to issue
policies directly to California insureds. Except as otherwise provided elsewhere under this
Article, all required insurance shall be procured from insurers who, according to the latest
edition of the Best's Insurance Guide, have an A.M. Best's rating of no less than A: VII. CITY
may also accept policies procured by insurance carriers with a Standard & Poor’s rating of no
less than BBB according to the latest published edition the Standard & Poor’s rating guide. As
to Workers’ Compensation Insurance/ Employer's Liability Insurance, the CITY
Representatives are authorized to authorize lower ratings than those set forth in this Section.

PRIMACY OF CONTRACTOR'S INSURANCE: Ali policies of insurance provided by
CONTRACTOR shall be primary to any coverage available to CITY or CITY'S elected or
appointed officials, officers, employees, agents or volunteers. Any insurance or self-insurance
maintained by CITY or CITY’S elected or appointed officials, officers, employees, agents or
volunteers shall be in excess of CONTRACTOR'’S insurance and shall not contribute with it.

WAIVER OF SUBROGATION: All insurance coverage provided pursuant to this Agreement
shall not prohibit CONTRACTOR officers, employees, agents, CONTRACTOR or SUB-
CONTRACTOR from waiving the right of subrogation prior to a loss. CONTRACTOR hereby
waives all rights of subrogation against CITY.

VERIFICATION OF COVERAGE: CONTRACTOR acknowledges, understands and agrees,
that CITY’S ability to verify the procurement and maintenance of the insurance required under
this Article is critical to safeguarding CITY’S financial well-being and, indirectly, the collective
well-being of the residents of the CITY. Accordingly, CONTRACTOR warrants, represents
and agrees that it shall furnish CITY with original certificates of insurance and endorsements
evidencing the coverage required under this Article on forms satisfactory to CITY in its sole
and absolute discretion. The certificates of insurance and endorsements for each
insurance policy shall be signed by a person authorized by that insurer to bind
coverage on its behalf and shall be on forms provided by the CITY if requested. All
certificates of insurance and endorsements shall be received and approved by CITY as a
condition precedent to CONTRACTOR’'S commencement of any work or any of the Work.
Upon CITY’S written request, CONTRACTOR shall also provide CITY with certified copies of
all required insurance policies and endorsements.
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IV. INDEMNIFICATION

The Parties agree that CITY and CITY’S elected and appointed officials, officers, employees,
agents and volunteers (hereinafter, the “CITY Indemnitees”) should, to the fullest extent
permitted by law, be protected from any and all loss, injury, damage, claim, lawsuit, cost,
expense, attorneys’ fees, litigation costs, or any other cost arising out of or in any way related
to the performance of this Agreement. Accordingly, the provisions of this indemnity provision
are intended by the Parties to be interpreted and construed to provide the CITY Indemnitees
with the fullest protection possible under the law. CONTRACTOR acknowledges that CITY
would not enter into this Agreement in the absence of CONTRACTOR’S commitment to
indemnify, defend and protect CITY as set forth herein.

To the fullest extent permitted by law, CONTRACTOR shall indemnify, hold harmless and
defend the CITY Indemnitees from and against all liability, loss, damage, expense, cost
(including without limitation reasonable attorneys’ fees, expert fees and all other costs and
fees of litigation) of every nature arising out of or in connection with CONTRACTOR’S
performance of work hereunder or its failure to comply with any of its obligations contained in
this Agreement.

CITY shall have the right to offset against the amount of any compensation due
CONTRACTOR under this Agreement any amount due CITY from CONTRACTOR as a result
of CONTRACTOR'S failure to pay CITY promptly any indemnification arising under this
Article and related to CONTRACTOR'S failure to either (i) pay taxes on amounts received
pursuant to this Agreement or (ii) comply with applicable workers’ compensation laws.

The obligations of CONTRACTOR under this Article will not be limited by the provisions of
any workers’ compensation act or similar act. CONTRACTOR expressly waives its statutory
immunity under such statutes or laws as to CITY and CITY’S elected and appointed officials,
officers, employees, agents and volunteers.

CONTRACTOR agrees to obtain executed indemnity agreements with provisions identical to
those set forth here in this Article from each and every CONTRACTOR or any other person or
entity involved by, for, with or on behalf of CONTRACTOR in the performance of this
Agreement. In the event CONTRACTOR fails to obtain such indemnity obligations from
others as required herein, CONTRACTOR agrees to be fully responsible and indemnify, hold
harmless and defend CITY and CITY’S elected and appointed officials, officers, employees,
agents and volunteers from and against any and all claims and losses, costs or expenses for
any damage due to death or injury to any person and injury to any property resulting from any
alleged intentional, reckless, negligent, or otherwise wrongful acts, errors or omissions of
CONTRACTOR'S, SUB-CONTRACTOR or any other person or entity involved by, for, with or
on behalf of CONTRACTOR in the performance of this Agreement. Such costs and expenses
shall include reasonable attorneys’ fees incurred by counsel of CITY’S choice.

CITY does not, and shall not, waive any rights that it may possess against CONTRACTOR
because of the acceptance by CITY, or the deposit with CITY, of any insurance policy or
certificate required pursuant to this Agreement. This hold harmless and indemnification
provision shall apply regardless of whether or not any insurance policies are determined to be
applicable to the claim, demand, damage, liability, loss, cost or expense.

This Article and all provisions contained herein (including but not limited to the duty to
indemnify, defend and hold free and harmless) shall survive the termination or normal
expiration of this Agreement and is in addition to any other rights or remedies which the CITY
may have at law or in equity.

V. TERMINATION
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TERMINATION WITHOUT CAUSE: CITY may terminate this Agreement at any time for
convenience and without cause by giving CONTRACTOR a minimum of five (5) calendar
day’s prior written notice of CITY’S intent to terminate this Agreement. Upon such termination
for convenience, CONTRACTOR shall be compensated only for those services and tasks
which have been performed by CONTRACTOR up to the effective date of the termination.
CONTRACTOR may not terminate this Agreement except for cause as provided under
Section 5.2, below. If this Agreement is terminated as provided herein, CITY may require
CONTRACTOR to provide all finished or unfinished Documents and Data, as defined in
Section 6.1 below, and other information of any kind prepared by CONTRACTOR in
connection with the performance of the Work. CONTRACTOR shall be required to provide
such Documents and Data within fifteen (15) calendar days of CITY’S written request. No
actual or asserted breach of this Agreement on the part of CITY pursuant to Section 5.2,
below, shall operate to prohibit or otherwise restrict CITY’S ability to terminate this Agreement
for convenience as provided under this Section.

EVENTS OF DEFAULT; BREACH OF AGREEMENT:

. In the event either Party fails to perform any duty, obligation, service or task set forth under

this Agreement (or fails to timely perform or properly perform any such duty, obligation,
service or task set forth under this Agreement), an event of default (hereinafter, “Event of
Default”) shall occur. For all Events of Default, the Party alleging an Event of Default shall
give written notice to the defaulting Party (hereinafter referred to as a “Default Notice”) which
shall specify: (i) the nature of the Event of Default; (ii) the action required to cure the Event of
Default; (i) a date by which the Event of Default shall be cured, which shall not be less than
the applicable cure period set forth under Sections 5.2.B and 5.2C below or if a cure is not
reasonably possible within the applicable cure period, to begin such cure and diligently prosecute
such cure to completion. The Event of Default shall constitute a breach of this Agreement if the
defaulting Party fails to cure the Event of Default within the applicable cure period or any
extended cure period allowed under this Agreement.

B. CONTRACTOR shall cure the following Events of Defaults within the following time periods:

i.  Within three (3) business days of CITY’S issuance of a Default Notice for any failure of
CONTRACTOR to timely provide CITY or CITY'S employees or agents with any
information and/or written reports, documentation or work product which
CONTRACTOR is obligated to provide to CITY or CITY’S employees or agents under
this Agreement. Prior to the expiration of the 3-day cure period, CONTRACTOR may
submit a written request for additional time to cure the Event of Default upon a showing
that CONTRACTOR has commenced efforts to cure the Event of Default and that the
Event of Default cannot be reasonably cured within the 3-day cure period. The
foregoing notwithstanding, CITY shall be under no obligation to grant additional time for
the cure of an Event of Default under this Section 5.2 B.i. that exceeds seven (7)
calendar days from the end of the initial 3-day cure period; or

ii.  Within fourteen (14) calendar days of CITY’S issuance of a Default Notice for any other
Event of Default under this Agreement. Prior to the expiration of the 14-day cure period,
CONTRACTOR may submit a written request for additional time to cure the Event of
Default upon a showing that CONTRACTOR has commenced efforts to cure the Event
of Default and that the Event of Default cannot be reasonably cured within the 14-day
cure period. The foregoing notwithstanding, CITY shall be under no obligation to grant
additional time for the cure of an Event of Default under this Section 5.2B.ii that
exceeds thirty (30) calendar days from the end of the initial 14-day cure period.

In addition to any other failure on the part of CONTRACTOR to perform any duty, obligation,
service or task set forth under this Agreement (or the failure to timely perform or properly
perform any such duty, obligation, service or task), an Event of Default on the part of



CONTRACTOR shall include, but shall not be limited to the following: (i) CONTRACTOR'S
refusal or failure to perform any of the services or tasks called for under the Scope of
Services; (ii) CONTRACTOR'’S failure to fulfill or perform its obligations under this Agreement
within the specified time or if no time is specified, within a reasonable time; (iii)
CONTRACTOR'S and/or its employees’ disregard or violation of any federal, state, local law,
rule, procedure or regulation; (iv) the initiation of proceedings under any bankruptcy,
insolvency, receivership, reorganization, or similar legislation as relates to CONTRACTOR,
whether voluntary of involuntary; (v) CONTRACTOR'S refusal or failure to perform or observe
any covenant, condition, obligation or provision of this Agreement; and/or (vii) CITY'S
discovery that a statement representation or warranty by CONTRACTOR relating to this
Agreement is false, misleading or erroneous in any material respect.

. CITY shall cure any Event of Default asserted by CONTRACTOR within forty-five (45)
calendar days of CONTRACTOR’S issuance of a Default Notice, unless the Event of Default
cannot reasonably be cured within the 45-day cure period. Prior to the expiration of the 45-
day cure period, CITY may submit a written request for additional time to cure the Event of
Default upon a showing that CITY has commenced its efforts to cure the Event of Default and
that the Event of Default cannot be reasonably cured within the 45-day cure period. The
foregoing notwithstanding, an Event of Default dealing with CITY’S failure to timely pay any
undisputed sums to CONTRACTOR as provided under Section 1.4, above, shall be cured by
CITY within five (5) calendar days from the date of CONTRACTOR’S Default Notice to CITY.

PURPOSE/JUSTIFICATION OF RECOMMENDED ACTION

The list of streets eligible for resurfacing under Senate Bill 1 (SB1), the Road Repair and
Accountability Act of 2017, were presented to the City Council for approval in April of
2023. SB1 funds partially finance the cost to design, construct and manage the project.
SB1 eligible projects are part of an annual program to treat pavement on various
residential streets throughout the City. The street segments were selected and prioritized

utilizing the City’'s Pavement Management System. The design scope of work includes
preparing plans, specifications and engineer’'s estimate (PS&E) in preparation for the
solicitation of bids from professionally licensed paving contractors.

Malabar Street Slauson Avenue Randolph Street
Rugby Avenue Cul-de-sac (North) Randolph Street

Middleton Street Cul-de-sac (North) Randolph Street
Belgrave Avenue Santa Fe Avenue Pacific Boulevard

At the regularly scheduled City Council meeting of July 18, 2023, the City Council
authorized staff to solicit proposals for the preparation of the PS&E. The Request for
Proposal (RFP) was published on July 21, 2023. The City received three proposals on
August 23, 2023.

Following is a tally of the three proposals:

1. Infrastructure Engineers, A Bowman Company: $103,993
2. NCE: $136,800
3. Minagar & Associates, Inc.: $169,783

City staff has relayed that engineering support from an outside consultant is necessary to
accomplish the PS&E for this project. NCE understands the scope of work and proposed
method to accomplish the work. Based on the need to commence the design and
complete in a timely manner, it is staff's recommendation to award the professional
services agreement for design to NCE.

LEGAL REQUIREMENT

Congress adopted the Brooks Act (P.L. 92-582), requiring the use of Qualifications-Based
Selection (QBS) for the procurement of architect and engineering services. The use of
QBS ensures that taxpayers receive highly technical architect and engineering services
from the most experienced and most qualified firms at a fair and reasonable cost.
California’s QBS requirements can be found at Government Code sections 4525 et seq.,
also known as the Mini Brooks Act.

The roadway segments listed intend to use a combination of General Funds ($1,137,529)
in compliance with the Maintenance of Effort (MOE) requirements and SB 1 RMRA funds
(approximately $1,000,000), which have been made available by the Local Streets and
Roads Funding Program and meets the intent of the funding as indicated in SHC Section
2030(a) and the 2023 Local Streets and Roads Funding Program Reporting Guidelines.
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The estimated total project cost for the design, construction and management/oversight
of the project is $2,137,529. Once the design is completed, staff will present a more
concise budget cost to the City Council for consideration and approval.

Based on demonstrating competence and qualifications for this type of services, City staff
recommends awarding NCE the professional services agreement (PSA).

FISCAL IMPACT/FINANCING

Staff recommends appropriating $136,800 from SB1 funds towards the design of the
project. NCE submitted a proposal and a fee schedule for $136,800 in accordance with
the requirements stipulated in the RFP. Staff recommends the award of the PSA to NCE
based on the availability of SB1 funds for a not-to-exceed fee of $136,800.

CONCLUSION

Upon Council approval, staff will proceed with the recommended actions.

THIS PROFESSIONAL SERVICES AGREEMENT (“Agreement”) is made and
entered into this 5" day of September 2023, (hereinafter, the “Effective Date”), by and
between the CITY OF HUNTINGTON PARK, a municipal corporation (“CITY”) and NCE
(hereinafter, “CONSULTANT”). For the purposes of this Agreement CITY and
CONSULTANT may be referred to collectively by the capitalized term “Parties.” The
capitalized term “Party” may refer to CITY or CONSULTANT interchangeably.

RECITALS
This AGREEMENT is made and entered into with respect to the following facts:

WHEREAS, on September 5, 2023, the Huntington Park City Council at its
Regular Meeting approved the Professional Services Agreement to the CONSULTANT
to design CIP 2023-01 SB1 STREET ENHANCEMENT PROJECT; and

WHEREAS, CONSULTANT represents that it is fully qualified to perform such
professional services by virtue of its experience and the training, education and skill of
its principals and employees; and

WHEREAS, CONSULTANT further represents that it is willing to accept
responsibility for performing such services in accordance with the terms and conditions
set forth in this Agreement; and

WHEREAS, the execution of this Agreement was approved by the Huntington
Park City Council at its Regular Meeting of September 5, 2023.

NOW, THEREFORE, for and in consideration of the mutual covenants and conditions
herein contained, CITY and CONSULTANT agree as follows:
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l.
ENGAGEMENT TERMS

1.1 SCOPE OF SERVICES: Subject to the terms and conditions set forth in this
Agreement and all exhibits attached and incorporated hereto, CONSULTANT
agrees to perform the services and tasks set forth in that certain document entitled
“Scope of Services” and attached hereto as Exhibit “A” (hereinafter referred to as
the “Scope of Services”). CONSULTANT further agrees to furnish to CITY all
labor, materials, tools, supplies, equipment, services, tasks and work necessary to
competently perform and timely complete the services and tasks as set forth in the
Scope of Services. For the purposes of this Agreement the aforementioned services
and tasks set forth in the Scope of Services shall hereinafter be referred to
generally by the capitalized term “Work.”

1.2TERM: This Agreement shall have a term of completion (June 30, 2024)
commencing form the Effective Date unless terminated as provided elsewhere in
this Agreement (hereinafter, the “Term”). Nothing in this Section shall operate to
prohibit or otherwise restrict the CITY’s ability to terminate this Agreement at any
time for convenience or for cause as further set out herein.

1.3COMPENSATION: During the term of this Agreement and any extension term
provided herein, CONSULTANT shall perform the Services set forth in Section 1.2
above, for a not-to-exceed fee of $136,800, included in the proposal reflected in
Exhibit “A”. CONSULTANT shall not exceed the Contract Price unless such added
expenditure is first approved by the CITY Council acting in consultation with the City
Manager. In the event CONSULTANT's charges are projected to exceed the
Contract Price prior to the expiration of the Term or any single extension term, CITY
may suspend CONSULTANT’s performance of any additional Work outside the
Work as defined in Exhibit A, pending CITY approval of any anticipated
expenditures in excess of the Contract Price or any other CITY-approved
amendment to the compensation terms of this Agreement.

1.4 PAYMENT OF COMPENSATION: On the first of each month, CONSULTANT shall
submit to CITY an itemized invoice for that month’s Base Fee and indicating the
additional services and tasks performed during the recently concluded calendar
month, including services and tasks performed and the reimbursable out-of-pocket
expenses incurred. If the amount of CONSULTANT’s monthly compensation is a
function of hours worked by CONSULTANT’s personnel, the invoice shall indicate
the number of hours worked in the recently concluded calendar month, the persons
responsible for performing the Work, the rate of compensation at which such
services and tasks were performed, the subtotal for each task and service
performed and a grand total for all services performed. Within thirty (30) calendar
days of receipt of each invoice, CITY shall pay any undisputed amounts. Within
thirty (30) calendar days of receipt of each invoice, CITY shall notify CONSULTANT
in writing of any disputed amounts included in the invoice. CITY shall not withhold
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applicable taxes or other authorized deductions from payments made to
CONSULTANT.

1.5 ACCOUNTING RECORDS: CONSULTANT shall maintain complete and accurate

records with respect to all matters covered under this Agreement for a period of
three (3) years after the expiration or termination of this Agreement. CITY shall have
the reasonable right to access and examine such records, without charge. CITY
shall own and further have the right to audit such records, to make transcripts
therefrom and to inspect all program data, documents, proceedings, and activities.

1.6 ABANDONMENT BY CONSULTANT: In the event CONSULTANT ceases to

perform the Work agreed to under this Agreement or otherwise abandons the
undertaking contemplated herein prior to the expiration of this Agreement or prior to
completion of any or all tasks set forth in the Scope of Services, CONSULTANT
shall deliver to CITY immediately and without delay, all written materials, including
any electronic communications, records and other work product prepared or
obtained by CONSULTANT in the performance of this Agreement. Furthermore,
CONSULTANT shall only be compensated for the reasonable value of the services,
tasks and other work performed up to the time of cessation or abandonment, less a
deduction for any damages, costs or additional expenses which CITY may incur as
a result of CONSULTANT's cessation or abandonment.

il
PERFORMANCE OF AGREEMENT

CITY'S REPRESENTATIVES: The CITY hereby designates the City Manager
(hereinafter, the “CITY Representative”) to act as its representative for the
performance of this Agreement. The City Manager shall be the chief CITY
Representative. The CITY Representative or their designee shall act on behalf of
the CITY for all purposes under this Agreement. CONSULTANT shall not accept
directions or orders from any person other than the CITY Representative or their
designee.

2.2 CONSULTANT REPRESENTATIVE: CONSULTANT hereby designates Michael J.

Leacox to act as its representative for the performance of this Agreement
(hereinafter, “CONSULTANT Representative”). CONSULTANT Representative shall
have full authority to represent and act on behalf of the CONSULTANT for all
purposes under this Agreement. CONSULTANT Representative or his designee
shall supervise and direct the performance of the Work, using his professional skill
and attention, and shall be responsible for all means, methods, techniques,
sequences and procedures and for the satisfactory coordination of all portions of the
Work under this Agreement. Notice to the CONSULTANT Representative shall
constitute notice to CONSULTANT. CONSULTANT may, by written notice to CITY,
advise CITY of any change in CONSULTANT Representative.

2.3 COORDINATION OF SERVICE; CONFORMANCE WITH REQUIREMENTS:

CONSULTANT agrees to work closely with CITY staff in the performance of the
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Work and this Agreement and shall be available to CITY staff and the CITY
Representatives at all reasonable times. All work prepared by CONSULTANT shall
be subject to inspection and approval by CITY Representatives or their designees.

2.4 STANDARD OF CARE; PERFORMANCE OF EMPLOYEES: CONSULTANT
represents, acknowledges and agrees to the following:

A. CONSULTANT shall perform all Work skillfully, competently and in accordance with
industry standards of CONSULTANT’s profession;

B. CONSULTANT shall perform all Work in a manner in accordance with this
Agreement;

C. CONSULTANT shall comply with all applicable federal, state and local laws and
regulations, including the conflict of interest provisions of Government Code Section
1090 and the Political Reform Act (Government Code Section 81000 et seq.);

D. CONSULTANT understands the nature and scope of the Work to be performed
under this Agreement as well as any and all schedules of performance;

E. All of CONSULTANT's employees and agents possess sufficient skill, knowledge,
training and experience to perform those services and tasks assigned to them by
CONSULTANT; and

F. Except as otherwise set forth in this Agreement, all of CONSULTANT’s employees
and agents (including but not limited to subCONSULTANTs and subconsultants)
possess all licenses, permits, certificates, qualifications and approvals of whatever
nature that are legally required to perform the tasks and services contemplated
under this Agreement and all such licenses, permits, certificates, qualifications and
approvals shall be maintained throughout the term of this Agreement and made
available to CITY for copying and inspection.

The Parties acknowledge and agree that CONSULTANT shall perform, at
CONSULTANT’s own cost and expense and without any reimbursement from CITY,
any services necessary to correct any errors or omissions caused by
CONSULTANT's failure to comply with its obligation set out herein or failure on the
part of CONSULTANT’s employees, agents, CONSULTANTs, subCONSULTANTs
and subconsultants to fulfill its obligations herein. Such effort by CONSULTANT to
correct any errors or omissions shall be commenced as soon as reasonably
practicable upon their discovery or notice by either Party and shall be completed
within seven (7) calendars days from the date of discovery or such other extended
period of time authorized by the CITY Representatives in writing, in accordance with
applicable industry standards. The Parties acknowledge and agree that CITY’s
acceptance of any work performed by CONSULTANT or on CONSULTANT's behalf
shall not constitute a release of any deficiency or delay in performance. The Parties
further acknowledge, understand and agree that CITY has relied upon the foregoing
representations of CONSULTANT, including but not limited to the representation
that CONSULTANT possesses the skills, training, knowledge and experience
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necessary to perform the Work skillfully, competently and in accordance with
applicable industry standards of CONSULTANT's profession.

2.5 ASSIGNMENT: The skills, training, knowledge and experience of CONSULTANT
are material to CITY’s willingness to enter into this Agreement. Accordingly, CITY
has an interest in the qualifications and capabilities of the person(s) who will
perform the services and tasks to be undertaken by CONSULTANT or on behalf of
CONSULTANT in the performance of this Agreement. In recognition of this interest,
CONSULTANT agrees that it shall not assign or transfer, either directly or indirectly
or by operation of law, this Agreement or the performance of any of
CONSULTANT’s duties or obligations under this Agreement without the prior written
consent of the CITY, which consent shall not be unreasonably withheld. CITY shall
have up to sixty (60) calendar days to consider any proposed assignment by
CONSULTANT. CONSULTANT can withhold consent where the CITY determines
that the proposed assignee does not have the financial capacity to comply with the
terms of this Agreement. In the absence of CITY’s prior written consent, any
attempted assignment or transfer shall be ineffective, null and void and shall
constitute a material breach of this Agreement.

2.6 CONTROL AND PAYMENT OF SUBORDINATES; INDEPENDENT
CONSULTANT: The Work shall be performed by CONSULTANT or under
CONSULTANT’s strict supervision. CONSULTANT will determine the means,
methods and details of performing the Work subject to the requirements of this
Agreement. CITY retains CONSULTANT on an independent CONSULTANT basis
and not as an employee. CONSULTANT reserves the right to perform similar or
different services for other principals during the term of this Agreement, provided
such work does not unduly interfere with CONSULTANT’s competent and timely
performance of the Work contemplated under this Agreement and provided the
performance of such services does not result in the unauthorized disclosure of
CITY’s confidential or proprietary information. Any additional personnel performing
the Work under this Agreement on behalf of CONSULTANT are not employees of
CITY and shall at all times be under CONSULTANT’s exclusive direction and
control. CONSULTANT shall pay all wages, salaries and other amounts due such
personnel and shall assume responsibility for all benefits, payroll taxes, Social
Security and Medicare payments and the like. CONSULTANT shall be responsible
for all reports and obligations respecting such additional personnel, including, but
not limited to: Social Security taxes, income tax withholding, unemployment
insurance, disability insurance, workers’ compensation insurance and the like.

2.7 REMOVAL OF EMPLOYEES OR AGENTS: If any of CONSULTANT’s officers,
employees, agents, CONSULTANTs, subCONSULTANTs or subconsultants is
determined by the CITY Representatives to be uncooperative, incompetent, a threat
to the adequate or timely performance of the tasks assigned to CONSULTANT, a
threat to persons or property, or if any of CONSULTANT's officers, employees,
agents, CONSULTANTs, subCONSULTANTs or subconsultants fail or refuse to
perform the Work in accordance with this Agreement, such officer, employee, agent,
CONSULTANT, subCONSULTANT or subconsuitant shall be promptly removed by
CONSULTANT and shall not be reassigned to perform any of the Work.
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2.8 COMPLIANCE WITH LAWS: CONSULTANT shall keep itself informed of and in
compliance with all applicable federal, State or local laws to the extent such laws
control or otherwise govern the performance of the Work. CONSULTANT's
compliance with applicable laws shall include without limitation compliance with all
applicable Cal/OSHA requirements. To the extent that any changes in applicable
law result in an increase in CONSULTANT’s cost of performance, the Parties shall
negotiate in good faith to reach a mutually agreeable price adjustment. Should the
Parties fail to reach such an agreement within 30 days (or such other agreeable
time period) of CONSULTANT's notice to CITY of its increased cost of performance,
either Party may terminate this Agreement upon 60 days’ written notice.

(a) In the event that water treatment violations occur following the effective date
of this Agreement, subject to Sub-Section (b) below and the applicable Force
Majeure provisions, the CONSULTANT shall, in respect of violations that may
be imposed by Applicable Law and to the extent due to CONSULTANT's faullt,
be responsible for: fines, penalties, or damages. Prior to settlement or
payment of any such fines, penalties or damages, the CONSULTANT
reserves the right to contest government or private actions, suits or
proceedings for violations through administrative procedures or otherwise.

(b) To the extent that violations of applicable laws, rules, regulations or permits
are caused by failures in the facilities or causes beyond CONSULTANT's
control, including the CITY’s failure to approve recommended repairs or
maintenance, CONSULTANT will use its professional efforts to maximize
performance of the Facilities but shall not be responsible for associated
violations or damages, fines or penalties which result.

2.9 NON-DISCRIMINATION: In the performance of this Agreement, CONSULTANT
shall not discriminate against any employee, subCONSULTANT, subconsultant, or
applicant for employment because of race, color, creed, religion, sex, marital status,
sexual orientation, national origin, ancestry, age, physical or mental disability or
medical condition.

2.10. INDEPENDENT CONSULTANT STATUS: The Parties acknowledge,
understand and agree that CONSULTANT and all persons retained or employed by
CONSULTANT are, and shall at all times remain, wholly independent
CONSULTANTs and are not officials, officers, employees, departmenis or
subdivisions of CITY. CONSULTANT shall be solely responsible for the negligent
acts and/or omissions of its employees, agents, CONSULTANTS,
subCONSULTANTs and subconsultants. CONSULTANT and all persons retained
or employed by CONSULTANT shall have no authority, express or implied, to bind
CITY in any manner, nor to incur any obligation, debt or liability of any kind on
behalf of, or against, CITY, whether by contract or otherwise, unless such authority
is expressly conferred to CONSULTANT under this Agreement or is otherwise
expressly conferred by CITY in writing.

211 CITY RESPONSIBILITIES: During the term of this Agreement, the CITY shall:

a) obtain and maintain all state, federal, and local permits and licenses

required for ownership, operation and maintenance of the Facilities,
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including without limitation, the CITY’s Permits;

c) comply with Applicable Law relating to the management, ownership, operation,
maintenance, repair and replacement of the Facilities (to the extent that
the responsibility of complying with those laws is not specifically assumed
by the CONSULTANT under this Agreement). The CONSULTANT shall
not be responsible for the CITY’s failure to comply with any provision of
Applicable Law that is not otherwise specifically assumed by the
CONSULTANT hereunder.

Il
INSURANCE

3.1 DUTY TO PROCURE AND MAINTAIN INSURANCE: Prior to the beginning of and
throughout the duration of the Work, CONSULTANT will procure and maintain
polices of insurance that meet the requirements and specifications set forth under
this Article. CONSULTANT shall procure and maintain the following insurance
coverage, at its own expense:

A Commercial General Liability Insurance: CONSULTANT shall procure and
maintain Commercial General Liability Insurance (“CGL Coverage”) as broad as
Insurance Services Office Commercial General Liability coverage (occurrence
Form CG 0001) or its equivalent. Such CGL Coverage shall have minimum limits
of no less than Two Million Dollars ($2,000,000.00) per occurrence and Four
Million Dollars ($4,000,000.00) in the general aggregate for bodily injury,
personal injury, property damage, operations, products and completed
operations, and contractual liability.

B. Automobile Liability Insurance: CONSULTANT shall procure and maintain
Automobile Liability Insurance as broad as Insurance Services Office Form
Number CA 0001 covering Automobile Liability, Code 1 (any auto) or if
CONSULTANT does not own or lease automobiles, Hired and Non-Owned
Automobile Liability shall be accepted. Such Automobile Liability Insurance shall
have minimum limits of no less than One Million Dollars ($1,000,000.00) per
accident for bodily injury and property damage.

C. Workers’ Compensation Insurance/ Employer's Liability Insurance: A policy of
workers’ compensation insurance in such amount as will fully comply with the
laws of the State of California. However, if the CONSULTANT has no employees,
for example a sole practitioner or a partner in a firm with only contracted support
staff, then Workers’ Compensation is not required by the State. CONSULTANT
shall the city’s form stating they are either the owner of the organization or a
partner and are exempt from the State’s workers’ compensation requirements
because they have no employees and agree to hold the Entity harmless from
loss or liability for such. A waiver must be signed.

3.2 ADDITIONAL INSURED REQUIREMENTS: The CGL Coverage and the
Automobile Liability Insurance shall contain an endorsement naming the CITY and
CITY’s elected and appointed officials, officers, employees, agents and volunteers
as additional insureds.
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3.3 The Entity, its officers, officials, employees, and volunteers are to be covered as
additional insureds on the CGL policy with respect to liability arising out of work or
operations performed by or on behalf of the CONSULTANT including materials,
parts or equipment furnished in connection with such work or operations. General
liability coverage can be provided in the form of an endorsement to the
CONSULTANT’s insurance (at least as broad as 1SO Form CG 20 10 11 85 or both
CG 20 10, CG 20 26, CG 20 33, or CG 20 38; and CG 20 37 forms if later revisions
used).

3.4 REQUIRED CARRIER RATING: All varieties of insurance required under this
Agreement shall be procured from insurers admitted in the State of California and
authorized to issue policies directly to California insureds. Except as otherwise
provided elsewhere under this Article, all required insurance shall be procured from
insurers who, according to the latest edition of the Best's Insurance Guide, have an
A.M. Best’s rating of no less than A:VIl. CITY may also accept policies procured by
insurance carriers with a Standard & Poor’s rating of no less than BBB according to
the latest published edition the Standard & Poor’'s rating guide. As to Workers’
Compensation Insurance/ Employer's Liability Insurance, the CITY Representatives
are authorized to authorize lower ratings than those set forth in this Section.

3.5 PRIMACY OF CONSULTANT'S INSURANCE: All polices of insurance provided by
CONSULTANT (except Professional Liability and Workers’ Compensation) shall be
primary to any coverage available to CITY or CITY’s elected or appointed officials,
officers, employees, agents or volunteers. Any insurance or self-insurance
maintained by CITY or CITY’s elected or appointed officials, officers, employees,
agents or volunteers shall be in excess of CONSULTANT’s insurance and shall not
contribute with it.

3.6 WAIVER OF SUBROGATION: All insurance coverage provided pursuant to this
Agreement shall not prohibit CONSULTANT or CONSULTANT's officers,
employees, agents, subCONSULTANTSs or subconsultants from waiving the right of

subrogation prior to a loss. CONSULTANT hereby waives all rights of subrogation against
CITY.

3.7 VERIFICATION OF COVERAGE: CONSULTANT acknowledges, understands and
agrees, that CITY’s ability to verify the procurement and maintenance of the
insurance required under this Article is critical to safeguarding CITY’s financial well-
being and, indirectly, the collective well-being of the residents of the CITY.
Accordingly, CONSULTANT warrants, represents and agrees that it shall furnish
CITY with original certificates of insurance and endorsements evidencing the
coverage required under this Article. The certificates of insurance and
endorsements for each insurance policy shall be signed by a person
authorized by that insurer to bind coverage on its behalf. All ceriificates of
insurance and endorsements shall be received and approved by CITY as a
condition precedent to CONSULTANT’s commencement of any work or any of the
Work. Upon CITY’s written request, CONSULTANT shall also provide CITY with
certified copies of all required insurance policies and endorsements.
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V.
INDEMNIFICATION

4.1 The Parties agree that CITY and CITY’s elected and appointed officials, officers,
employees, agents and volunteers (hereinafter, the “CITY Indemnitees”) should, to
the fullest extent permitted by law, be protected from any and all loss, injury,
damage, claim, lawsuit, cost, expense, attorneys’ fees, litigation costs, or any other
cost arising out of or in any way related to this Agreement subject to Paragraph 4.2
and 4.3. Accordingly, the provisions of this indemnity provision are intended by the
Parties to be interpreted and construed to provide the CITY Indemnitees with
protection as set forth herein and to the extent possible under the law.
CONSULTANT acknowledges that CITY would not enter into this Agreement in the
absence of CONSULTANT’s commitment to indemnify, defend and protect CITY as
set forth herein.

4.2 Work of CONSULTANT's Design Professionals Services: The duty to indemnify
and hold harmless as set forth under this subsection shall apply to the negligence,
recklessness or willful misconduct of any individual who qualifies as a “design
professional” within the meaning of subsection (c)(2) of section 2782.8 of the
California Civil Code in so far as such negligence, recklessness or willful
misconduct occurs in the performance work or activities that must be performed by
a “design professional.” Subject to the limitation of the preceding sentence, to the
fullest extent permitted by law, CONSULTANT shall indemnify and hold harmless
the CITY Indemnities, defined above, from and against any and all liability, loss,
damage, expense, cost (including without limitation reasonable attorneys’ fees,
expert fees and all other costs and fees of litigation) to the extent caused by the
negligence, recklessness, or willful misconduct of CONSULTANT or any of
CONSULTANT's officers, employees, servants, agents, CONSULTANTS,
subCONSULTANTSs or authorized volunteers or any other person or entity for whom
CONSULTANT is legally liable in the performance of design professional services
under this Agreement. The Parties understand and agree that the duty of
CONSULTANT to indemnify and hold harmless pursuant to this subsection does not
include an upfront duty to defend. CONSULTANT will reimburse the CITY Indemnitees’
reasonably incurred defense fees and costs to the extent they are determined to have been
caused by the negligence, recklessness or willful misconduct of CONSULTANT, or as the
parties otherwise agree in settlement. CONSULTANT’s obligation to indemnify does not
apply to the extent that it is finally adjudicated that the liability was caused by the active
negligence or willful misconduct of an indemnified party. If it is finally adjudicated that
liability is caused by the comparative active negligence or willful misconduct of an
indemnified party, then CONSULTANT’s indemnification obligation shall be in proportion to
the established comparative liability.

4.3 Work of All Other Persons/Non-Design Professionals: Except as otherwise provided
under Section 4.2 of this Article, above, to the fullest extent permitted by law,
CONSULTANT shall indemnify, defend and hold harmless the CITY Indemnitees
from and against all liability, loss, damage, expense, cost (including without
limitation reasonable attorneys’ fees, expert fees and all other reasonable costs and
fees of litigation) of every nature to the extent caused by CONSULTANT's negligent
performance under this Agreement, including but not limited to the negligent acts,
errors or omissions of CONSULTANT or CONSULTANT’s officers, employees,
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agents, servants, CONSULTANTs, subCONSULTANTs or subconsultants or the
failure of the same to comply with any of the duties, obligations or standards of care
set forth herein. The duty to indemnify, defend and hold harmless under this
subsection shall not encompass a duty to indemnity, defend or hold harmless for
liability, loss, suit, damage, expense, or cost to the extent caused by the negligence
or willful misconduct of any or all of the City Indemnitees. The duty to indemnify,
defend and hold harmless as set forth under this subsection is intended to
encompass liabilities, losses, damages, expense and costs not otherwise subject to
subsection 4.2, above.

4.4 CITY shall have the right to offset against the amount of any compensation due

CONSULTANT under this Agreement any amount due CITY from CONSULTANT
as a result of CONSULTANT’s failure to pay CITY promptly any indemnification
arising under this Article and related to CONSULTANT's failure to either (i) pay
taxes on amounts received pursuant to this Agreement or (ii) comply with applicable
workers’ compensation laws.

4.5 The obligations of CONSULTANT under this Article will not be limited by the

provisions of any workers’ compensation act or similar act. CONSULTANT
expressly waives its statutory immunity under such statutes or laws as to CITY and
CITY’s elected and appointed officials, officers, employees, agents and volunteers.

4.6 CONSULTANT agrees to obtain executed indemnity agreements with provisions

identical to those set forth here in this Article from each and every
subCONSULTANT or any other person or entity involved by, for, with or on behalf of
CONSULTANT in the performance of this Agreement. In the event CONSULTANT
fails to obtain such indemnity obligations from others as required herein,
CONSULTANT acknowledges that its obligations under Sections 4.2 and 4.3 apply.

4.7 CITY does not, and shall not, waive any rights that it may possess against

CONSULTANT because of the acceptance by CITY, or the deposit with CITY, of
any insurance policy or certificate required pursuant to this Agreement. This hold
harmless and indemnification provision shall apply regardless of whether or not any
insurance policies are determined to be applicable to the claim, demand, damage,
liability, loss, cost or expense.

4.8 This Article and all provisions contained herein (including but not limited to the duty

51

to indemnify, defend and hold free and harmless) shall survive the termination or
normal expiration of this Agreement and is in addition to any other rights or
remedies which the CITY may have at law or in equity.

V.
TERMINATION

TERMINATION WITHOUT CAUSE: Except for the first two years of this Agreement,
either Party may, by written notice to the other, immediately terminate this
Agreement at any time for convenience and without cause by giving written notice
to Consultant of such termination, which notice shall specify the effective date of
such termination, which effective date shall not be less than 90 days from the
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written notice. Upon such termination for convenience, CONSULTANT shall be
compensated only for those services and tasks which have been performed by
CONSULTANT up to the effective date of the termination. If this Agreement is
terminated as provided herein, CITY may require CONSULTANT to provide all
finished or unfinished Documents and Data, as defined in Section 6.1 below, and
other information of any kind prepared by CONSULTANT in connection with the
performance of the Work. CONSULTANT shall be required to provide such
Documents and Data within fifteen (15) calendar days of CITY’s written request. No
actual or asserted breach of this Agreement on the part of CITY pursuant to Section
5.2, below, shall operate to prohibit or otherwise restrict CITY’s ability to terminate
this Agreement for convenience as provided under this Section.

5.2 EVENTS OF DEFAULT; BREACH OF AGREEMENT:

A In the event either Party fails to perform any duty, obligation, service or task set
forth under this Agreement (or fails to timely perform or properly perform any
such duty, obligation, service or task set forth under this Agreement), an event of
default (hereinafter, “Event of Default”) shall occur. For all Events of Default, the
Party alleging an Event of Default shall give written notice to the defaulting Party
(hereinafter referred to as a “Defauit Notice”) which shall specify: (i) the nature of
the Event of Default; (ii) the action required to cure the Event of Default; (iii) a
date by which the Event of Default shall be cured, which shall not be less than
the applicable cure period set forth under Sections 5.2.B and 5.2C below or if a
cure is not reasonably possible within the applicable cure period, to begin such
cure and diligently prosecute such cure to completion. The Event of Default shall
constitute a breach of this Agreement if the defaulting Party fails to cure the
Event of Default within the applicable cure period or any extended cure period
allowed under this Agreement.

B. CONSULTANT shall cure the following Events of Defaults within the following
time periods:

L Within three (3) business days of CITY's issuance of a Default Notice for any
failure of CONSULTANT to timely provide CITY or CITY’s employees or
agents with any information and/or written reports, documentation or work
product which CONSULTANT is obligated to provide to CITY or CITY's
employees or agents under this Agreement. Prior to the expiration of the 3-
day cure period, CONSULTANT may submit a written request for additional
time to cure the Event of Default upon a showing that CONSULTANT has
commenced efforts to cure the Event of Default and that the Event of Default
cannot be reasonably cured within the 3-day cure period. The foregoing
notwithstanding, CITY shall be under no obligation to grant additional time for
the cure of an Event of Default under this Section 5.2 B.i. that exceeds seven
(7) calendar days from the end of the initial 3-day cure period; or

i Within thirty (30) calendar days of CITY's issuance of a Default Notice for any
other Event of Default under this Agreement. Prior to the expiration of the 30-
day cure period, CONSULTANT may submit a written request for additional
time to cure the Event of Default upon a showing that CONSULTANT has

commenced efforts to cure the Event of Default and that the Event of Default
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cannot be reasonably cured within the 30-day cure period. The foregoing
notwithstanding, CITY shall be under no obligation to grant additional time for
the cure of an Event of Default under this Section 5.2B.ii that exceeds thirty
(30) calendar days from the end of the initial 30-day cure period.

In addition to any other failure on the part of CONSULTANT to perform any duty,
obligation, service or task set forth under this Agreement (or the failure to timely
perform or properly perform any such duty, obligation, service or task), an Event
of Default on the part of CONSULTANT shall include, but shall not be limited to
the following: (i) CONSULTANT's refusal or failure to perform any of the services
or tasks called for under the Scope of Services; (ii)) CONSULTANT’s failure to
fulfill or perform its obligations under this Agreement within the specified time or if
no time is specified, within a reasonable time; (ii) CONSULTANT's and/or its
employees’ disregard or violate any federal, state, local law, rule, procedure or
regulation; (iv) the initiation of proceedings under any bankruptcy, insolvency,
receivership, reorganization, or similar legislation as relates to CONSULTANT,
whether voluntary of involuntary; (v) CONSULTANT's refusal or failure to perform
or observe any material covenant, condition, obligation or provision of this
Agreement; and/or (vii) CITY’s discovery that a statement representation or
warranty by CONSULTANT relating to this Agreement is false, misleading or
erroneous in any material respect.

. CITY shall cure any Event of Default asserted by CONSULTANT within forty-five

(45) calendar days of CONSULTANT’s issuance of a Default Notice, unless the
Event of Default cannot reasonably be cured within the 45-day cure period. Prior
to the expiration of the 45-day cure period, CITY may submit a written request for
additional time to cure the Event of Default upon a showing that CITY has
commenced its efforts to cure the Event of Default and that the Event of Default
cannot be reasonably cured within the 45-day cure period. The foregoing
notwithstanding, an Event of Default dealing with CITY’s failure to timely pay any
undisputed sums to CONSULTANT as provided under Section 1.4, above, shall
be cured by CITY within five (5) calendar days from the date of CONSULTANT’s
Default Notice to CITY.

. Either Party may also immediately suspend performance under this Agreement
pending the Defaulting Party’s cure of any Event of Default by giving said Party
written notice of the Party’s intent to suspend performance (hereinafter, a
“Suspension Notice”). A Party may issue the Suspension Notice at any time upon
the occurrence of an Event of Default. Upon such suspension, CONSULTANT
shall be compensated only for those services and tasks which have been
rendered by CONSULTANT in accordance with this Agreement up to the
effective date of the suspension. No actual or asserted breach of this Agreement
on the part of CITY shall operate to prohibit or otherwise restrict CITY’s ability to
suspend this Agreement as provided herein.

. No waiver of any Event of Default or breach under this Agreement shall
constitute a waiver of any other or subsequent Event of Default or breach. No
waiver, benefit, privilege, or service voluntarily given or performed by a Party
shall give the other Party any contractual rights by custom, estoppel, or

otherwise.
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F. The duties and obligations imposed under this Agreement and the rights and
remedies available hereunder shall be in addition to and not a limitation of any
duties, obligations, rights and remedies otherwise imposed or available by law. In
addition to any other remedies available to CITY at law or under this Agreement
in the event of any breach of this Agreement, CITY, in its sole and absolute
discretion, may also pursue any one or more of the following remedies:

L Upon a thirty (30) day written notice to CONSULTANT, the CITY may
terminate this Agreement in whole or in part;

L Upon written notice to CONSULTANT, the CITY may extend the time of
performance;

i The CITY may proceed by appropriate court action to enforce the terms of
the Agreement to recover damages for CONSULTANT’s breach of the
Agreement or to terminate the Agreement; or

v.  The CITY may exercise any other available and lawful right or remedy.

G. In the event CITY is in breach of this Agreement, CONSULTANT's sole remedy

shall be the suspension or termination of this Agreement and/or the recovery of
any unpaid sums lawfully owed to CONSULTANT under this Agreement for
completed services and tasks.

5.3 SCOPE OF WAIVER: No waiver of any default or breach under this Agreement

shall constitute a waiver of any other default or breach, whether of the same or
other covenant, warranty, agreement, term, condition, duty or requirement
contained in this Agreement. No waiver, benefit, privilege, or service voluntarily
given or performed by a Party shall give the other Party any contractual rights by
custom, estoppel, or otherwise.

5.4 SURVIVING ARTICLES., SECTIONS AND PROVISIONS: The termination of this

6.1

Agreement pursuant to any provision of this Article or by normal expiration of its
term or any extension thereto shall not operate to terminate any Article, Section or
provision contained herein which provides that it shall survive the termination or
normal expiration of this Agreement.

VI.
MISCELLANEOUS PROVISIONS

DOCUMENTS & DATA: LICENSING OF INTELLECTUAL PROPERTY: So long as
CONSULTANT has been paid pursuant to this Agreement for the Work resulting in
such Documents and Date, all Documents and Data shall be and remain the
property of CITY without restriction or limitation upon their use or dissemination by
CITY. For purposes of this Agreement, the term “Documents and Data” means and
includes all materials, equipment, reports, analyses, correspondence, plans,
drawings, designs, renderings, specifications, notes, summaries, strategies, charts,
schedules, spreadsheets, calculations, lists, data compilations, documents or other
materials developed and/or assembled by or on behalf of CONSULTANT in the
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performance of this Agreement and fixed in any tangible medium of expression,
including but not limited to Documents and Data stored digitally, magnetically and/or
electronically. This Agreement creates, at no additional cost to CITY, a perpetual
license for CITY to copy, use, reuse, disseminate and/or retain any and all
copyrights, designs, and other intellectual property embodied in all Documents and
Data. CONSULTANT shall require all subCONSULTANTs and subCONSULTANT
working on behalf of CONSULTANT in the performance of this Agreement to agree
in writing that CITY shall be granted the same right to copy, use, reuse, disseminate
and retain Documents and Data prepared or assembled by any subCONSULTANT
or subCONSULTANT as applies to Documents and Data prepared by
CONSULTANT in the performance of this Agreement. CITY acknowledges that the
Documents and Data are intended solely in connection with the Project for which
they were prepared, and should the CITY reuse or modify them without
CONSULTANT’S consent, it does so at its sole risk.

6.2 CONFIDENTIALITY: Ali data, documents, discussion, or other information
developed or received by CONSULTANT or provided for performance of this
Agreement are deemed confidential and shall not be disclosed by CONSULTANT
without prior written consent by CITY. CITY shall grant such consent if disclosure is
legally required. Upon request, all CITY data shall be returned to CITY upon the
termination or expiration of this Agreement. CONSULTANT shall not use CITY’s
name or insignia, photographs, or any publicity pertaining to the Work in any
magazine, trade paper, newspaper, television or radio production or other similar
medium without the prior written consent of CITY.

6.3 FALSE CLAIMS ACT: CONSULTANT warrants and represents that neither
CONSULTANT nor any person who is an officer of, in a managing position with, or
has an ownership interest in CONSULTANT has been determined by a court or
tribunal of competent jurisdiction to have violated the False Claims Act, 31 U.S.C,,
Section 3789 et seq. and the California False Claims Act, Government Code
Section 12650 et seq.

6.4 NOTICES: All notices permitted or required under this Agreement shall be given to
the respective Parties at the following addresses, or at such other address as the
respective Parties may provide in writing for this purpose:

6.6 SUBCONTRACTING: CONSULTANT shall not subcontract any portion of the Work
required by this Agreement, except as expressly stated herein, without the prior
written approval of CITY. Subcontracts (including without limitation subcontracts
with subCONSULTANTS), if any, shall contain a provision making them subject to
all provisions stipulated in this Agreement with the exception of provisions relating
to insurance requirements and indemnification.

6.7 CITY'S RIGHT TO EMPLOY OTHER CONSULTANTS: CITY reserves the right to
employ other CONSULTANTS in connection with the various projects worked upon
by CONSULTANT.

6.8 PROHIBITED INTERESTS: CONSULTANT warrants, represents and maintains that
it has not employed nor retained any company or person, other than a bona fide
employee working solely for CONSULTANT, to solicit or secure this Agreement.
Further, CONSULTANT warrants and represents that it has not paid nor has it
agreed to pay any company or person, other than a bona fide employee working
solely for CONSULTANT, any fee, commission, percentage, brokerage fee, gift or
other consideration contingent upon or resulting from the award or making of this
Agreement. For breach or violation of this warranty, CITY shall have the right to
rescind this Agreement without liability. For the term of this Agreement, no member,
officer or employee of CITY, during the term of his or her service with CITY, shall
have any direct interest in this Agreement, or obtain any present or anticipated
material benefit arising therefrom.

6.9 TIME IS OF THE ESSENCE: Time is of the essence for each and every provision of
this Agreement. Design completion date: February 29, 2024.

6.10 GOVERNING LAW AND VENUE: This Agreement shall be interpreted and
governed according to the laws of the State of California. In the event of litigation
between the Parties, the venue, without exception, shall be in the Los Angeles
County Superior Court of the State of California. If, and only if, applicable law
requires that all or part of any such litigation be tried exclusively in federal court,
venue, without exception, shall be in the Central District of California located in the
City of Los Angeles, California.

6.11 ATTORNEYS' FEES: If either Party commences an action against the other
Party, either legal, administrative or otherwise, arising out of or in connection with
this Agreement, the prevailing Party in such litigation shall be entitled to have and
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recover from the losing Party reasonable attorneys’ fees and all other costs of such
action.

6.12 SUCCESSORS AND ASSIGNS: This Agreement shall be binding on the
successors and assigns of the Parties.

6.15 SEVERABILITY: If any portion of this Agreement is declared invalid, illegal, or
otherwise unenforceable by a court of competent jurisdiction, the remaining
provisions shall continue in full force and effect.

6.16 AMENDMENT; MODIFICATION: No amendment, modification or supplement of
this Agreement shall be valid or binding unless executed in writing and signed by
both Parties, subject to CITY approval. The requirement for written amendments,
modifications or supplements cannot be waived and any attempted waiver shall be
void and invalid.

6.17 CAPTIONS: The captions of the various articles, sections and paragraphs are for
convenience and ease of reference only, and do not define, limits, augment, or
describe the scope, content, or intent of this Agreement.

6.18 [INCONSISTENCIES OR CONFLICTS: In the event of any conflict or
inconsistency between the provisions of this Agreement and any of the exhibits
attached hereto, the provisions of this Agreement shall control.

6.19 ENTIRE AGREEMENT: This Agreement including all attached exhibits is the
entire, complete, final and exclusive expression of the Parties with respect to the
matters addressed herein and supersedes all other agreements or understandings,
whether oral or written, or entered into between CITY and CONSULTANT prior to
the execution of this Agreement. No statements, representations or other
agreements, whether oral or written, made by any Party which are not embodied
herein shall be valid or binding. No amendment, modification or supplement to this
Agreement shall be valid and binding unless in writing and duly executed by the
Parties pursuant to Section 6.15, above.

6.20 COUNTERPARTS: This Agreement shall be executed in three (3) original
counterparts each of which shall be of equal force and effect. No handwritten or
typewritten amendment, modification or supplement to any one counterpart shall be
valid or binding unless made to all three counterparts in conformity with Section
6.16, above.

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3. Project Approach

NCE conducted a prefiminary site reconnaissance of the project's four residential streets stretching approximately 1.0 miles to gain
further knowledge of the current pavement conditions and to develop a more refined scope of work. Many of the streets exhibit heavily
deteriorated pavement and will likely require significant rehabilitation, either with a deep mill and fill with base repairs, cold-in-place
recycling (CIR) or surface reconstruction. The PCI's of the streets included in this project generally are in the 10-50 range, which are

traditionally considered “Poor” or “Very Poor” condition. Below are observations that were made based on the preliminary site visit;

e The four streets are mix-use between residential and fight industrial. A

= Malabar Street and Rugby Avenue pavement surfaces exhibited severe load-related Ll
“distress with alligator cracking, potholes, raveling, and block cracking.

¢ Belgrave Avenue and Middleton Street include severe localized load-related distress,
block cracking, and some instances of base failure.

e There was heavy vehicular traffic observed on Rugby Avenue. The north limit
includes access to various commercial plazas at Pacific Boulevard and Slauson
Avenue. The southern limit at Randolph includes an automotive repair yard for
passenger vehicles and commercial trucks.

Despite the presence of damaged concrete cross gutters and curb and gutter damage, there were no major drainage or grading issues
observed during our site walk. Therefore, we do not anticipate the need for a detailed topographic survey. Based on our past experience
working with the City and site reconnaissance, we recommend that the PS&E package be developed without aerial mapping. Due to
significant on-street parking use, curb and gutter inspections will need to be done in tandem with street sweeping to have a better view
of curb and gutter concrete repairs. For the 30% concept phase, we will only provide pavement repair recommendations summarized
in a pavement design. memo and sewer relining or repair recommendations. Once approved by the City NCE will proceed to the 65%
plans, specifications, and cost estimate (PS&E) phase, saving design time and money.

Itis assumed a City-owned sanitary sewer main runs along the entire centerline of Belgrave Avenue, approximate 1,500 linear feet with
connecting laterals at alleys. Our scope assumes only the main along Belgrave and a small portion of Rugby will be inspected with
CCTV and reviewed for possible relining or repair recommendations (~1,700 linear feet).

TASK 1. PROJECT MANAGEMENT & MEETINGS: NCE understands the key to a successful project is a thorough understanding of
the project needs and expectations, which is accomplished through open communication with the City. To achieve the objectives of this
project NCE is prepared to participate in up eleven (11) meetings including up to 2 scoping/kick-off meetings, 2 stakeholders/final design
meetings, 1 city council meeting, 5 city staff meetings, 1 preconstruction meeting of no more than one (1) hour duration each.

TASK 2. CONDUCT FIELD REVIEW AND SURVEYS: NCE has had success completing hundreds of designs
for roadway maintenance project without the need for topographic survey, but instead utilizing a combination
of aerial imagery for tracing of the paving limits, GIS Parcel maps, and supplemental field surveys by our staff
for relevant design elements. Examples include the CIP 2019-06 Street Rehabilitation Project. This approach
is a cost-effective solution to tackling city-wide maintenance projects.

NCE's field review and surveys will focus on pavement rehabilitation, localized asphalt repairs, underlying
sanitary sewer mainline repairs, non-ADA curb ramps, and damaged concrete curb and gutters. NCE's team
will perform a walking survey of the project, including collection of curb and gutter repairs, typical roadway
cross-slopes, surface-visible utility features and utility manholes. An inventory of non-compliant curb ramps will be collected to identify
repair and accessibility compliance strategies that are context-sensitive of commonly limited right-of-way. Localized damage to the curb
and gutter will be noted and will be cataloged in the field to be included in tables on the plan sheets. Our scope of services does not
include larger hydrology study or hydraulic analysis.

During the project, one of NCE’s pavement engineers will perform a detailed pavement condition survey of each street section based
on visible distresses and holistic condition of the roadway that focuses on underlying causes for pavement deterioration. Localized
failures will be marked in white paint for quantity estimation. NCE will perform up to one (1) day and collect up to eight (8) pavement
section core samples measuring the thickness and material type of each layer encountered in the pavement structural section. In
addition, NCE will obtain four (4) bulk samples of subgrade in support of potential street reconstruction for geotechnical laboratory
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testing, such as R-value, moisture content, and Atterberg Limits (plasticity index). It is assumed that as-needed encroachment permits
will be obtained at no fee from the City. Temporary traffic control for coring work will be provided per the WATCH manual.

NCE’s Sewer Inspector, Psomas will provide CCTV inspections and recommendations for repairs for sewer lines in the project limits.
The following assumptions are part of our scope of work regarding the sewer pipeline inspection.

o Alllines designated by the client for need of locating must have clear unobstructed access points that are unlocked and easily
accessible.

o  Water jetting and clearing of obstructions is excluded from this proposal. The CCTV Technician will note obstructions so they
can be cleared on a separate mobilization.

e To provide cost savings, pipeline inspection reports will not include NASSCO defect coding and formattmg

o Sewer rehabilitation will be limited to trenchless (i.e., CIPP or liner point repairs) or open trench =
(i.e., point repairs or removal and replacement in-place).

e Existing sewer atlas maps or as-built plans will be provided to clearly define CCTV and
assessment fimits.

o Rehabilitation recommendation exhibits will be prepared in AutoCAD.

The following items are excluded from our scope of services:

e  Observation Coding.
s  Engineering Calculations.

e Design Services.

e Underground Utility Investigation/Research.

TASK 3. 30% PRELIMINARY CONCEPT: NCE will use the field data collected under Task 2 in preparing a 30% concept basemap
and estimated cost of major work items. A Scope review meeting at this phase can help clarify additional items the City might want to
include in the design package. A draft pavement design memo will be prepared utilizing the pavement coring and subgrade lab test
results to provide the City with pavement treatments recommendations using the Caltrans Pavement Design Method or similar and
pavement recycling alternatives, if suitable. Using the sanitary sewer inspection videos, NCE's infrastructure/utility engineering
subconsultant, Psomas, will review up to five (5) hours of collected video and provide preliminary recommendations for additional sewer
line cleaning, relining, replacement, or additional analysis. From the preliminary concept, NCE wilt have a scope refinement meeting to
discuss the pavement treatment alternatives and sewer repair options (if deemed necessary) and make adjustments to our approach
before proceeding into the PS&E Phase.

Deliverables: Pavement Design Memo (PDF); Sanitary Sewer Main Condition Analysis and Preliminary Recommendations (PDF and
electronic video); 30% Concept GIS Basemap and 30% Engineer’s Estimate of Probable Construction Cost.

TASK 4. PLANS, SPECIFICATIONS. AND COST ESTIMATE (PS&E): NCE's objective for a project is to deliver technically sound
projects on-time, on-budget, and with a high level of satisfaction to our clients. Our sensitivity to understanding the issues and concerns
of the community, as well as the public officials involved in the project, plus our team’s qualifications have led to successful similar
projects. NCE will prepare engineering plans for the roadway rehabilitation & reconstruction including typical pavement rehabilitation
cross sections. The roadway improvement plans will be produced at a 1" = 20' scale on 34" x 22" sheets, with Plan Views only (no
profiles provided) indicating required pavement rehabilitation, surface visible utility adjustments, curb ramp improvements, concrete
repairs, and proposed striping. Sanitary sewer repairs or relining will be on a utility improvement sheet including approximate horizontal
alignment of work and standard repair detail.

TASK 5. DESIGN SERVICES DURING BIDDING AND CONSTRUCTION: To aid the City with a successful bidding and construction
phase, NCE will provide as-needed design services during bidding and construction. This will include attending a pre-construction
meeting, preparing one (1) bidding addenda, material submittal review, and response to requests for information (RFI)'s. We assume
up to 30 hours for Task 5. Additional labor will be charged on a time and materials basis. Our services do not include construction
inspection, construction management, weekly/bi-weekly construction coordination meetings, or quality control testing.

LEGAL REQUIREMENT

In accordance to GWMA'’s Bylaws adopted on October 12, 2015, a Member agency may
appoint a member of its legislative body to the Board by minute action. Alternatively, a
Member agency may appoint persons other than a member of the Member agency’s

PURPOSE/JUSTIFICATION OF RECOMMENDED ACTION

Dr. Hydraulics, Inc. (vendor) installed the existing heavy-duty vehicle lift at the Public
Works Yard over 20 years ago. This vendor has maintained the lift and maximized its life
expectancy. Now, the existing hydraulic lift that is used on a daily basis to repair the bus
shuttles and other heavy-duty vehicles is no longer in operation. The new lift is designed
to safely and efficiently raise every vehicle in the City's fleet. From preventative
maintenance to urgent repairs, Dr. Hydraulics, Inc.’s heavy duty vehicle lifts and their
service have been an integral part to fleet maintenance’s success.

LEGAL REQUIREMENT

Purchasing the hydraulic lift allows the City’s mechanics to make reparations on heavy-
duty vehicles and the bus shuttles in a more ergonomic position. Accessibility to tight
places improves the timing that it takes for the mechanics to get the heavy-duty vehicles
and bus shuttles out on the road to provide much needed services to the community.

Pursuant to Huntington Park Municipal Code section 2-5.12 Formal bid procedures:

(i) Waive of Bidding. City Council, by a majority vote, may dispense with bidding
and other procedures required by this chapter in any individual instance upon
finding that it would be impracticable, useless or economically infeasible to follow
such procedures and that the public welfare would be promoted by dispensing with
them.

Additionally, staff recommends waiving the formal bidding process since soliciting
informal bid proposal does not produce an advantage and the advertisement for
competitive bids is unnecessary and impractical.

FISCAL IMPACT/FINANCING

Approval of this item will authorize the purchasing of a heavy-duty hydraulic lift to repair
the City’s large-scale vehicles and bus shuttles from Dr. Hydraulics, Inc. for the amount
of $125,000 payable from Account No. 741-8060-431.74-10. This item was adopted as
part of the Fiscal Year 2023-24 budget. Staff recommends authorizing the City Manager
to execute the quote.

PURPOSE/JUSTIFICATION OF RECOMMENDED ACTION

responsibilities and contacted vendors that are able to restore and make the appropriate
modifications to the system. Staff obtained two (2) informal proposals from Lumichron
Commercial Clocks (Attachment 1 - $33,111.60) and The Verdin Company (Attachment
2 - $47,712.00). Based on the cost and availability to obtain the equipment, staff
recommends awarding the quote to Lumichron Commercial Clocks.

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DESIGN, DEVELOPMENT, AND FABRICATION AGREEMENT

This Design, Development, and Fabrication Agreement for four (4) timepiece and hands for the
existing 5 ft. diameter clock as well as a Supreme Electronic Carillon at Huntington Park Police
Department, Huntington Park, CA (this “Agreement”) is made and effective August 23, 2023 by
and between THE VERDIN COMPANY, an Ohio corporation located at 444 Reading Road,
Cincinnati, Ohio 45202 (“Verdin”) and the Huntington Park Police Department, Huntington
Park, CA (“Purchaser”).

Timepiece with Hands. Verdin Clock Equipment, for two (4) timepieces and hands for the
existing 5 ft. diameter clock, will be constructed in the following manner:

1. Clock Hands. Each pair of clock hands will be precision cut from a composite material
measuring 3-4 millimeters in thickness containing two sheets of .012” aluminum over a
thermoplastic core. The composite material is pre-painted with a highly durable, black
polyester finish designed to provide years of maintenance free beauty. Each hand will be
mounted to an appropriately sized cast aluminum hub that has been machined and bored
to perfectly fit its respective movement shaft. In addition each overall hand will be
meticulously balanced to ensure long movement life. Hand style may be chosen from any
of Verdin’s standard hand styles below:
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2. Clock Movement. Heavy-duty pulse type clock movement will be provided. The
movement will be driven by a synchronous, totally enclosed, high torque, hysteresis type
motor. All parts of the motor drive systems will utilize corrosion-free gearing and self-
lubricating type bearings. The modern design of the Verdin movement provides for long
life and virtually maintenance free operation. Verdin clock movements are extremely
accurate and are not subject to frequency variations of the incoming line.

At the push of a screen
button, a harp sound may be added to each musical selection to provide harmony to the bells.
The number of selections played in the music lists may be pre-set by using the electronic
song/hymn counter. The Supreme’s enormous library of digitally sampled selections includes
nine Clock Chime Melodies, the Hour Strike, and favorite Hymns and Melodies, including:

DESCRIPTION OF THE BELLS: It has always been recognized that cast bronze bells are
the ultimate in beauty and sound. A carillon of cast bronze bells has been described as the
world’s most majestic instrument, spreading both a cultural and spiritual atmosphere to all
within hearing distance. Thus, the primary consideration of a digital electronic carillon should
be, first of all, the sound and how closely it reproduces the actual sound of tuned cast bronze
bells.

The Supreme’s traditional cast bell voice contains first generation samples of real, tuned cast
bronze bells. A tuned cast bronze bell contains an internal harmonic structure of a Hum Tone or
Fundamental, First Octave or Prime, Minor Third or Tierce, Perfect Fifth or Quint, and finally a
Second Octave. It is the varying Intensities of the different partials in the harmonic structure and
the relative Decaying rates of these partials that influence the sound spectrum which determines
the sound the ears will hear.

Verdin’s traditional cast bronze bell voice captures the full richness and harmonics of blended
tones and partials that can only be created with real cast bronze bells.

The swinging bells, tolls, and music were recorded by a professional carillonneur, sampled at
32-bit resolution with a sampling rate of 48-kHz. Since this sound is reproduced from the
original digital source, the sound is authentic and has no degradation over time. The Verdin
traditional cast bronze bell voice has a 61 note, five octave range.

The Verdin Supreme Touch digital carillon offers two primary voices: traditional tuned cast
bronze bells and the cast bronze bells with harp accompaniment. Both of the voices are
available for any musical selection in the delivered music package and both are playable
manually by an optional 61-note touch sensitive musical keyboard. Also available in the
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Supreme as a tonal option are additional voices that include American Bells, Flemish Bells,
European Bells, Tubular Chime, English Bells, Orchestral Harp, Orchestral Strings, plus others
that will give you a very wide voicing palette.

BELL PLAYING FUNCTIONS:

(A) SWINGING BELLS. The Supreme Touch reproduces the sounds of a three-bell
and six-bell peal as well as seven individual swinging bells. All functions can be
scheduled to start at any time on any one-minute increment. The Supreme’s digital
sampling process replicates the realistic starting and decaying sounds of actual
swinging cast bells.

(B) HOUR STRIKE OPTIONS. The Hour Strike can be rung on the hour, the hour and
half hour, or not at all. Chimes can be programmed to precede hour and half-hour
strikes, so that the first strike of the hour will be exactly on the hour.

(C) CHIMING OPTIONS. The Supreme Touch features nine chimes including
Westminster, Whittington, St. Michael, Lourdes/Ave Maria, Norwich, Tennyson,
Parsifal, Winchester, and Ding Dong Hour Strike. The Chimes can be selected for
all four quarter-hours, half-hours, hours only, or none.

(D) TOLLING BELLS. The Supreme Touch comes pre-programmed with a manual
Instant Toll (single strike of the bell), Funeral Toll (one strike on the bell every ten
seconds with manual stop) and has a five minute time-out feature, and a Counted
Toll (enter the exact number of strikes). Each of the tolling bells options have nine
different sizes of bells that may be selected by the user.

DESCRIPTION OF THE CLOCK CONTROLLER: The clock is a totally solid-state
microprocessor-based system, which is fully programmable to any minute, hour or various days,
thus allowing maximum flexibility in ringing the bells. It is in complete control of the user
program. It contains the real-time clock, the sampler to produce all the above-mentioned bell
rings, the program memory, the display, the user interface, all power sources required and the
means for scheduling the entire system. The clock can be programmed for every day of the
week in any one-minute increments. Therefore, any program schedule can be created. The clock
is accurate to within 30 seconds per year. Daylight Saving/Standard time changes are made
automatically. Duration times (number of minutes of operation) are also fully programmable by
the user for a swinging bell, the Peals, and the Toll.

DESCRIPTION OF PROPOSED SUPREME CARILLON COMPONENTS:

(A) The Display and Control Keys. The Verdin Supreme Touch Carillon features a
large, illuminated 9” color touch display for easy viewing. All scheduling of the carillon
(setting the clock, user programming, ctc.) is accomplished using only the menu screen.
This eliminates confusion associated with abbreviated character displays or small two-
line displays.

(B) The Real-Time Clock and Battery Backup. The system clock consists of a quartz-
controlled clock-calendar circuit whose display is in 24-hour time format. Its display
shows accuracy to the second. The clock is easily set by the user. The carillon is
accompanied by a lithium battery, which will power the clock in the event of a power
outage. The battery has an expected life of ten (10) years.
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(C) The Program Memory. The user program is stored in Flash RAM memory and is
not dependent on the clock battery for maintaining the program in the event of a power
outage.

(D) The Sampler. The Verdin Supreme Touch carillon contains the finest bell-ring
sampler on the market today. Samples are permanently stored on memory chips so as to
provide no loading time of the sound into memory. The sampler does not impose length
on samples. In fact, to accomplish the sophisticated peal and swinging bell sounds,
digital samples up to sixteen (16) seconds in length are used. The Verdin carillon
sampler includes commands to stop and restart samples, so that sophisticated rings can
be produced. The carillon has a separate sampler system at 32-bit resolution at 48-kHz
sampling rate.

(E) Power Sources. All the DC voltages required by the controller are generated within
it. In addition, if there is an interruption in power to the system, the battery backup will
forward the clock to the current time when power is restored.

(F) Computer Interface. The Supreme Touch carillon includes the Computer/Local
Area Network Interface. This interface allows complete control of quick play,
scheduling, and all other operations of the Supreme Touch by computer. Directly
connect a computer to the Ethernet connection on the Supreme Touch carillon and play
any pre-recorded carillon music or bell function instantly and live from the computer or
directly schedule programs and events instantly and live. Or connect the Supreme
Touch directly to a Local Area Network via the Ethernet connection and operate the
carillon remotely by any computer also connected to the local area network.

(G) Monitor Speaker. The Verdin Supreme Touch digital carillon console contains a
monitor speaker for monitoring the programs played through the exterior speakers.

(H) MP3 Play Capability. In addition to the MIDI bell voices the Supreme Touch has
the ability to play MP3 music files. You are able to load your favorite song or hymn
selections, previously recorded in MP3 format, into the Supreme Touch for replay.
These selections can be played using the instant play functions or scheduled to play at
future dates and times just like the bell selections. Optional Alert Tones are also
available from Verdin.

(I) Clock Control Interface. A clock control interface is included with the Supreme
Touch Carillon to control the Tower Clock equipment. This will assure the Westminster
Chime and clock strikes ring true to the time.

(J) Verdin Cloud Router. The Cloud Router will connect the Carillon Controller to the
customer-provided internet. This will allow access to the carillon controller remotely
from any computer connected to the Internet via the Verdin Cloud. The Verdin Cloud
allows the following capabilities:

a. Playing songs.

b. Adding to or editing Carillon schedules.

c. Viewing Carillon scheduling.
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d. Changing Carillon settings.

There is also a smartphone App (Android or I0S) to allow access to the system via the
Verdin Cloud website.

(K) Global Positioning System (GPS). The GPS Global Positioning System of the US
Department of Defense consists of 24 satellites revolving around the earth at an altitude
of approximately 20’000 km. The satellites make about 1 revolution every 12 hours,
thus achieving global coverage. They are being controlled and adjusted by several earth
stations.

1. Using the GPS satellite signals, the GPS receiver determines is precise
geographical position and altitude by triangulation. As a by-product, it
also receives accurate time and date information (UTC/GMT).

2. In order to derive its position and altitude, the GPS receiver needs to
detect at least 4 satellites at the same time. On the other hand, one
satellite is enough to get the time.

3. The spread spectrum transmission frequency is 1’575 MHz. Every
satellite uses its own spread spectrum modulation code, which makes it
possible to identify individual satellites.

4. The GPS Time System uses the GPS signals for timing proposes. It is
designed for delivering accurate time and date information in various
commonly used data formats. A menu-driven interface allows easy
programming of output formats, time zones and Daylight Savings Time
parameters.

AMPLIFICATION SYSTEM: The Supreme Touch Carillon is designed to be connected to
an external power amplification system. One 250-watt amplifier is included in this
Supreme carillon configuration for powering the exterior speakers. Verdin uses state of
the art professional grade amplifiers for quality sound projection through projection speakers.
The Verdin single channel amplifier for carillon products is a commercial industrial grade
amplifier providing 250 watts of continuous RMS power into 4-8 ohm, or transformer
isolated 25V and 70.7V lines. Built for endurance, this amplifier has multiple protections
including short circuit, peak overload, current limiting, thermal runaway, and output relay.
Reproducing bells sounds requires an amplifier that handles the full frequency range of the
bell voices. This amplifier is designed to amplify the full frequency range of all bell voices.
At a minimum, frequency response is 50Hz to 15kHz. Total harmonic distortion at rated
output shall be less than 0.15%. The Verdin single channel amplifier provides true bell
sounds in all our carillon products.

EXTERIOR SPEAKERS: The Verdin Company uses Reflex speaker projector horns with
multi-tap Compression Drivers as part of the exterior sound system. Four complete sets are
included with this proposal.

The Verdin Reflex Speaker provides both flexibility and quality sound for applications requiring
reinforcement of the bell sounds, wide angle coverage and low distortion. This weatherproof
unit is for use in various outdoor carillon installations where listening audiences cover large
areas. The Verdin exterior speaker offers positioning flexibility and projection for horizontal,
vertical, or stacked clusters enhancing its usage in various outdoor tower or rooftop installations.
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The unit has an air column length of 4 ; ft. Low frequency cut-off is 115 Hz. The dispersion
angle of the horn is 120° by 60°.

The Verdin high power, compression driver is designed for use in conjunction with the exterior
speaker. The driver provides maximum efficiency and extended heavy-duty performance to
assure optimum bell sound penetration and excellent intelligibility in Verdin carillons where bell
sound projection and frequency responses are demanded. The unit shall have full range power
capacity of 60 watts above the low frequency cut-off of the associated projector horn. Rated
frequency response shall be 100-3,700 +5dB measured on a plane wave tube at | mW. Low
frequency limit at full power shall be 300Hz. Voice coil shall be 16 ohms. Each driver shall
have a sound pressure level output capability of 112.7 (avg) £5dB. Transformer equipped
Model PD-60AT shall provide selection of power taps (for 70 volt line) of 2.5, 5, 10, 20, 40,
AND 60 watts. Impedance and power taps shall be clearly identified on screw-terminal board.

MUSICAL SELECTIONS: The customer may select a music package from any of Verdin’s
standard music packages for the Supreme Touch for inclusion in their carillon. We
recommend our Secular music package that includes familiar selections chosen for you.

TERMS & CONDITIONS

1. Delivery. Verdin will select and contract a carrier for transportation of the Tower Clock
& Carillon Equipment and all components thereof to the jobsite. Transportation costs
are included in the total pricing listed below. The above-listed equipment shall be
shipped after receipt of all of the following by Verdin: order signed by both parties,
down payment in accordance with terms delineated below, and customer approved shop
drawings and other submittals. The timing of the shipment will be communicated with
the customer once all of the aforementioned items have been achieved.

2. Verdin Installation. Verdin shall provide the labor and equipment necessary to
complete installation, complete programming for all electronic control Products supplied
by Verdin; and perform a final check-off of all Products to confirm proper working
order; provided, however, that Purchaser shall provide at its own expense Purchaser
Installation Responsibilities below.

3. Purchaser Installation Responsibilities. Purchaser shall be responsible for providing
at its own expense the following items and services listed below in connection with the
nstallation of the Clock and Carillon Equipment:

a. Electrical Wiring, Purchaser will be responsible for providing all

To the extent permitted
by applicable law, for each product, Purchaser’s exclusive remedy and Verdin’s
exclusive liability for any loss, damage, or destruction resulting from any non-
conformity of any shipment made by Verdin to Purchaser under this Agreement from
any defects in the Tower Clock and Carillon within the warranty period will be limited
strictly to the repair or replacement, at Verdin’s discretion, of any nonconforming or
defective materials upon examination of such by Verdin. Verdin shall have a reasonable
time to repair or replace any nonconforming materials, including the time for the
manufacture of replacement of such materials. THIS WARRANTY IS IN LIEU OF
ANY AND ALL OTHER WARRANTIES, EXPRESS OR IMPLIED.

b. Supreme Carillon, Amplifier, and Speakers: 5 years

5. No Liability for Damages. TO THE EXTENT PERMITTED BY APPLICABLE

CONSIDERATION AND APPROVAL OF RESOLUTION ADOPTING THE STATE OF
CALIFORNIA DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION’S QUALITY ASSURANCE
PROGRAM

IT 1S RECOMMENDED THAT CITY COUNCIL.:

1. Adopt a Resolution authorizing the City Engineer to sign the State of California
Department of Transportation Quality Assurance Program and Manual; and

2. Authorize staff to submit the adopted Quality Assurance Program and conforming
resolution to the State of California Department of Transportation.

PURPOSE/JUSTIFICATION OF RECOMMENDED ACTION

The State of California Department of Transportation (Caltrans) Quality Assurance
Program (QAP) is designed to ensure that materials and workmanship incorporated into
each construction project conform to Caltrans specification requirements in order to
protect public safety. The main elements of a QAP are an acceptance program and an
independent assurance program for uniformity and consistency basis. For federal
construction projects, the City is required to adopt a QAP and have the City Engineer sign
and certify the QAP. Caltrans will not process a Request for Authorization for Construction
without verification of an adopted QAP. The City must submit the QAP to Caltrans District
Local Assistance Engineer for review. The QAP must be updated at least every five years.
Copies of the approved QAP must be kept on file and available for state review. The City
is required to adhere to the adopted QAP during the construction phase of the project.

B. Materials Acceptance Program
