The following concerns and acknowledgements were discussed

 Salt Lake Park – 

· Request for supplementary playground equipment was a mutual concern among all commissioners
· Massive turnout to the park is proof of outstanding playgrounds, facilities and amenities offered at Salt Lake Park to all its guests
· All sports fields are in immaculate condition 
· Skate Park has been subject to an abundance of litter, vandalism, loitering and underage tobacco use.  
· A proposal to pay a minor $2.00 entrance fee in order to gain entry at the skate park and more signage listing rules
· Restrooms are in better condition than in previous years but still need constant maintenance and replacement
· Splash pad will be added in 2017
· Tennis courts looked and good and need new windscreens
· Possible requirement to obtain permits by guests for picnics was brought forward by commissioners in order to avoid immense quantities of litter 
· A number of trees need to be assessed
· The need for consistent upkeep at Salt Lake Park was a major issue bought forth on behalf of all commissioners
· Consider trimming two trees and clearing benches from an area in close proximity to the baseball field to help reduce kids from hiding their drinking and smoking particularly those who are underage

Senior Park – 

· The Rose Garden needs more flowers 
· Gambling among seniors has become a problem and will be addressed
· A staff member must record and document incidents concerning seniors
· The temperament of the seniors has risen concerns among staff members at the senior center and will be evaluated
